NDCS note on Department for Education figures on attainment for deaf children in 2019 (England) 
Updated: 13/8/20
Introduction 

This note is intended for anyone with an interest in what government figures show on the attainment of deaf children in England in 2019. It set outs how deaf children achieve during the early years, during (Key Stage 1) and at the end (Key Stage 2) of primary school and in their GCSEs (Key Stage 4). This note also includes information on how deaf children performed in the phonics screening check.
Background 

Figures for deaf children include those where hearing impairment is the primary type of special educational need (SEN) and who have been formally identified as requiring ‘special educational needs (SEN) support’
. Government data does not include deaf children who have not been formally recorded as having a SEN. It also excludes children where deafness is a secondary need (for example, children with complex learning difficulties). These government figures should therefore be used with caution. They are, however, the best figures that are publicly available.
Figures for key stage 1, 2 and 4 are from state-funded schools. State-funded schools include academies, free schools, city technology colleges, further education colleges with provision for 14 to 16-year-olds and state-funded special schools. They exclude independent schools, independent special schools, non-maintained special schools, hospital schools, pupil referral units and alternative provision. 
Key Stage 4
 

In 2017, children sat reformed GCSEs in English language, English literature and maths for the first time, graded on a new 9 to 1 scale. Only these new GCSEs for these subjects are included in the measures below. The attainment threshold for English and Maths is now a grade 5 (“a strong pass”). Mapping the new grades to the old A* to G grades, an old C is equivalent to a grade 4 whilst an old B is equivalent to a grade 5.5. The use of a new methodology means that comparisons with previous years should be done with caution. 
A number of changes were also made in 2016, including: 

· A new Attainment 8 measure looking at achievements in 8 key subjects.
 

· A new Progress 8 measure to compare what progress children have made between the end of primary and secondary school compared to other children of the same prior ability.
 A new methodology for measuring prior attainment was used in 2017 which means comparisons with previous years cannot be made. 
What the figures show 

· The average attainment 8 score for deaf chidren is 38.6. This means their average score per subject is 3.8 which, under the old grading, would be a grade D. 

· The average attainment 8 score for children with no identified SEN is 49.9 or, per subject, 5. Under the old grading, this would be a grade C. 
· On average across England, deaf children underachieve by over a whole grade per subject compared to children with no identified SEN. This gap has widened in the past year.   
· Deaf chidren’s progress 8 score of -0.16 means their progress between primary and secondary school was less than what was expected, compared to other pupils of the same starting ability. The negative score indicates that deaf children are not ‘catching up’ from their lower starting points as they move through secondary school

Background 

The 2019 Key Stage 4 figures for deaf children are based on a population of 1,655 (for Progress 8 figures) to 1,715 (for other figures) eligible deaf children assessed. 
Key Stage 2
 
What the figures show 

· Deaf children’s attainment at Key Stage 2 has increased for reading, writing and mathematics (combined); mathematics; and grammar, punctuation and spelling. It has decreased in reading and writing. 
· 56% of deaf children are leaving primary school having failed to achieve the expected standard at reading, writing and mathematics compared to 26% of children with no identified SEN. 
· Deaf children fall behind as they progress through primary school, compared to their peers of the same ability – their progress score on reading is minus 0.7 compared to +0.4 for children with no identified SEN.

Background

The 2019 Key Stage 2 figures for deaf children are based on a population of 1,850 eligible deaf children assessed. 

Key Stage 1
 

What the figures show

· Around half of deaf children failed to achieve the expected standard at Key Stage 1 for reading (50%) and maths (47%)

· Deaf children’s attainment at Key Stage 1 has fallen by 3 to 4 percentage points in reading and writing. Whilst there has been a change to the teacher assessment framework in recent years, in both cases, the drop in deaf children’s attainment seems to be larger than for children with no identified SEN.  There has been a slight increase in deaf children’s attainment in mathematics and science.

Background

The 2019 Key Stage 1 figures for deaf children are based on a population of 1,818 eligible deaf children assessed. 
The Department for Education have advised that changes to the 2018/19 reading, maths and science teacher asessment frameworks mean judgements made in these subjects are not directly comparable to previous years. In writing, changes made within the 2017/18 writing teacher assessment frameworks mean judgements in 2018 are not directly comparable to those made using the previous interim frameworks in 2016 and 2017.
Phonics screening check
 

What the figures show

· In 2019, 57% of deaf children passed the phonics screening check at the end of year 1 compared to 88% of children with no identified SEN.
· By the end of year 2, 74% of deaf children had passed the test, slightly down on the previous year. 18% had still not passed the test after an extra year. 
· A relatively high proportion of deaf children - 10% in year 1 and 9% in year 2 - were disapplied from the test.

Background

Phonics can be described as the relationship between written letters and their spoken sounds. Phonics is recognised as a key tool in the acquisition of literacy skills for all children and we believe that it should be made accessible to deaf children
.

The phonics screening check is carried out when the child is in year 1 (when the child is typically aged 6) and again at the end of year 2 (when the child is typically aged 7). Figures for phonics decoding in year 2 includes those who met the expected standard in year 1 and who were re-checked or took the test for first time in their year 2. 
The check looks as whether the child meets the expected standard in phonics decoding. Children are expected to score 32 or more in out of a possible 40 in the test. 
The 2019 phonics screening check results are based on a population of 1,437 deaf children in year 1 and 1,816 in year 2. 
Early Years Foundation Stage
 
What the figures show 

· In 2019, 40% of deaf children were recorded as having achieved a “good level of development” in the early years, compared to 77% of children with no identified SEN. The proportion of deaf children reaching this level has increased from 38% in 2018 and from 20% in 2013. 
· Deaf chidren are least likely to reach the expected standard in the early learning goals for writing (44%), reading (47%) and speaking (53%).

Background

The Early Years Foundation Stage is made up of 17 early learning goals (ELGs). By the end of the early years foundation stage, practitioners summarise a child’s progress as being ‘emerging’, ‘expected’ and ‘exceeding’.   

Children who achieve the expected level in the ELGs within the three prime areas of learning (personal, social and emotional development; physical development; and communication and language) and within literacy and numeracy are regarded as having a “good level of development”. 
The average point score is a measure takes into account performance across all of the ELGs. 1 point is given for ‘emerging’, 2 for ‘expected’ and 3 for ‘exceeding’. 

The 2019 early years figures for deaf children are based on a population of 1,041 eligible deaf children assessed.
Attainment gaps 
We calculate the attainment gap between deaf children and children with no identified SEN by calculating the difference between the attainment of the two groups and then expressing this as a percentage of the attainment of children with no identified SEN. It is a crude measure but allows for comparisons between different groups and data sets. It indicates the relative likelihood that deaf children will do as well as children with no identified SEN at different stages.

Where we have figures on the attainment gap over six years, we calculated the trend at which the attainment gap has been declining since 2014. We then established how long it would take for the attainment gap to fall to zero if that trend was maintained in future years. 

For GCSEs at grade 4/C or above, our calculations indicate that the attainment gap will close in 24 years. Last year’s data indicated that the attainment gap could be closed in 21 years.  

For the Early Years Foundation Stage and those achieving a good level of development, our calculations indicate that the attainment gap will close in 18 years. Last year’s data indicated that the attainment gap could be closed in 19 years.  
� The ‘SEN support’ category replaced the previous categories of ‘School Action’ and ‘School Action Plus’ in 2015.

� Attainment 8 measures the average achievement of pupils in up to 8 qualifications, including English (double weighted if the combined English qualification, or both language and literature are taken), maths (double weighted), three further qualifications that count in the English Baccalaureate (EBacc) and three further qualifications that can be GCSE qualifications (including other EBacc subjects) or any other non-GCSE qualifications on the Department for Education approved list. � A Progress 8 score is calculated for each pupil by comparing their achievement –their Attainment 8 score – with the average Attainment 8 score of all pupils nationally who had a similar starting point (or ‘prior attainment’), calculated using assessment results from the end of primary school. A Progress 8 score of +1 means pupils in the group make on average a grade more progress than the national average.


� Deaf children’s Progress 8 score in 2018 had upper and lower confidence intervals of -0.22 and -0.1. These intervals do not overlap with those for children with no identified SEN.
